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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to 1) study the levels of curriculum administration among school administrators,
teachers and school committee members in Sompramit Educational Development Network under Kalasin
Office of Primary Education Service Area 1; 2) compare the levels of curriculum administration of school
administrators, teachers and school committee members of different educational qualifications and work
experience; 3) compile problems and recommendations on the curriculum administration of school
administrators, teachers and school committee members in Sompramit Educational Development Network
under Kalasin Office of Primary Education Service Area 1. The target group consisted of 196 subjects who
were administrators, teachers and school committee members. The statistics employed in data analyses
were frequency, percentage, mean, and F-test (one-way ANOVA).

The results revealed the following:

1. The overall level of curriculum administration of school administrators in Sompramit Educational
Development Network under Kalasin Office of Primary Education Service Area 1 was found in the low level
When specific aspects were considered , the following were found: one aspect, operation of the curriculum
administration, was found in the high level there were six aspects found in the rather low level: writing the
school-based curriculum strands, improvement and development of the curriculum administration process,
supervision, directing, and following-up the operation of the curriculum administration, educational institution
preparation, conclusion of the curriculum administration operation, and setting the plan of the school-based
curriculum administration .

2. Comparison of the levels of the school-based curriculum administration of the administrators,
teachers and school committee members according to different educational qualifications and work experience
revealed the following:

2.1 The overall levels, as well as those of every specific aspect, of operation of curriculum
administration among administrators, teachers and school committee members of different statuses were

statistically different at the .05 level of significance. The paired test also revealed the difference with statistical
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significance at the .05 level in every pair.

2.2 The comparison of the levels of curriculum administration among administrators, teachers
and school committee members of different educational qualifications revealed that, on the whole, there was
a difference with statistical significance at the .05 level on every aspect.

2.3 The comparison of the levels of curriculum iadministration of the administrators, teachers
and school committee members of different work experiences revealed that, on the whole, there was a
difference with statistical significance at the .05 level. When studied by aspect, it was found that there was
no difference in their curriculum administration regarding conclusion of curriculum administration and
improvement and development of the curriculum implementation process.

Regarding paired comparison, it was found that there was a difference with statistical significance
at the .05 level in curriculum administration of subjects with 1-5 years of work experience and those with 6-10
years and over of work experience. However, there was no difference at the .05 level of statistical significance

in curriculum administration of those with 6-10 years of work experience and those over 10 years of work

experience.
