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Abstract

Thai higher education institutions are facing challenges in adapting for survival amidst rapid changes
in higher education context, particularly student demographic shift. To achieve this, Thai higher education
needs knowledge about enablers and barriers to adult and elderly students’ success in higher education.
In addition, this paper also presents the concept, key elements, and a case study of age-friendly higher
education institution.
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
