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Abstract

The debates about functional and structural explanations whether they are
causal explanation , and have value to social sciences or not, have been occasion—
ally occurred within the realm of philosophy of social sciences. This article
demonstrated that the features of functional and structural explanations are both

causal and non-causal explanations. Both are valuable to social science in
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different ways. The causal explanation contributes to explain patterns of causes
and effects linking the processes of formation, existence, and change of social
phenomena. The non-causal explanation, on the other hand, makes possible to
understand holism and social reality in different dimensions which lead to make
more tolerance among social groups.
