Abstract

The 2012 ASEAN Free Trade Area in the dimension of social development
and human security, ASEAN Socio-Cultural Community (ASCC) will give
importance to lift the quality of life of people in the region. This can be achieved
by cooperative activities that emphasized on people-centered and environmentally
friendly. The ASCC envisages the success of the following six characteristic : 1)
human development, 2) social welfare and protection, 3) social justice and rights,
4) ensuring environmental sustainability, 5) building ASEAN identity, and 6)
narrowing the development gap. As the ASCC action plans emphasize on human
development and poverty eradication, Thailand’s Ministry of Social Development
and Human Security should initiate in setting mechanism or action plans with
other ASEAN members about human development in order to eliminate poverty,
especially Thailand’s neighboring countries that share various social problems.
These countries are as the origins, the routes, and the destinations of the problems,
such as human trafficking; alien workers, and illegal drug trafficking. These
problems originate from poverty and human fragility. The implementation processes
for preventing and problem-solving of these mutual problems, including children
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and women development which have been conducted by the member countries.
Thailand should be the host in building and strengthening the existing system and
processes conducted in Thailand and other networking groups in ASEAN by
considering the following three concepts: 1) capacity building in human
resources; 2) effect and success ; 3) fairness.

Atthe level of strategic administration, Ministry of Social Development and
Human Security should consider to increase the personnel capability to be able
to work in harmony with 2012 ASEAN Community, for example, to develop
the personnel to have the working culture in respecting rights of people of
different nations and languages (people-centered). Besides, there must be a
massive paradigm shift. In addition, the personnel must have access to honor
people from various ethnic groups, or languages, they should understand the
value of cultural diversity, etc., which is considered the most important.
