Abstract

Common-pool resources are defined as non-private property. These
resources — such as rivers, forests, etc., - are collectively utilized by
villagers. There are three mainstream approaches — these are: the tragedy
of the commons, the prisoner’s dilemma game, and the logic of collective
action — opposing against the common-pool resources managed by the
villagers. However, Elinor Ostrom has insisted that villagers can manage
common-pool resource under conditions of the state’s acceptance of
community rights to local resource management, villagers’ participations,
rules and regulations of utilization and maintenance, sanctions of
offenders, effective conflict management, and linkage to networks.

This research aimed to 1) verify the consistency between the
causal relationship model and the empirical evidence that followed
work socialization, attitude towards teaching profession, self-perception
in work, and spiritual teacher on teaching profession identity of the
teacher assistant, 2) study the model of causal relationship influencing
the teaching profession identity of the teacher assistant under the
Bangkok Metropolitan Administration.

This research is aimed at developing two-dimensional animation
media to cultivate ethics and morality regarding the Five Precepts among
students in elementary education level.

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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to 1) analyze the financial
compensation and non- financial compensation affecting the work
efficiency, and 2) propose a compensation and welfare management
approach to Car Parts Manufacturing Company in Samut Prakan province.
This research was a quantitative study using the questionnaire as the
research tool. The questionnaire was sent to four hundred employees
at all levels and all department in the company. The data received
were analyzed.

The results revealed that non-financial compensation and the
environment factor affected the efficiency of the employee performance
at high level. The majority of the respondents stated that the building
and the workplace were appropriate to the nature of the organization.
Besides, they mentioned that the organizational environment generally
made the employees more active at work. Moreover, they revealed
that the clean and orderly workplace of the organization affected the
efficiency of the employee performance.

Nowadays large scale public projects provided by the government
in order to meet the needs of the people in Thailand rely heavily on
experts who have expertise in various fields including survey, design,
control, construction as well as project financing and overall project
management. Therefore the turnkey contract has been developed to
replace the normal state construction contract with an agreement
under which a single contractor completes the whole project from the
design to the construction of the project. The turnkey contract has been
adopted for numerous public projects in Thailand, such as a large scale
construction project, telecommunication project and technology-related
projects, for the reason that it can be implemented quickly and would
be beneficial to the overall development of the country. However it
turns out that several state funded projects that employ the turnkey
contracts commonly encountered problems, obstacles, limitation and
loophole in the law including the law enforcement problem which can
lead to corruption.

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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to 1) investigate the negotiation
of meaning, and 2) analyze the sign consumption of the misfortune year
in Thai society. This was a qualitative research. The researcher spent
three months collecting and analyzing data. The data were collected
from the in-depth interview of four groups of the key informants for the
total of eleven persons, these were: the learners of the Chinese history,
including the persons who believed in the misfortune year and those
who used to attend the ritual to solve the misfortune year (the
descendent of Chinese, Thai-Chinese, and Thai). The researcher had
also searched for the secondary data from printed materials and
electronics media.

The results of the research showed that there were negotiation of
meaning in Thai society from beliefs to rituals to solve the misfortune
year through medium communication, opinion leaders and the ritual to
solve the misfortune year. Besides, the result revealed the attempt to
expand the beliefs in the misfortune year made an extra alchemy

holiness and accommodated the ritual to solve the misfortune year.
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In terms of the sign consumption of misfortune year in Thai society, the
result also showed that it extended further from the traditional beliefs
to wider areas. Therefore, the idea of misfortune year was made to
involve more commercial, cover products and services that communicated
to public to enhance prosperity. Despite the fact that the sign
consumption was made to proceed the ritual to solve the misfortune
year, those who were in the misfortune year had to make their living
by focusing on the original essence of the misfortune year which stressed
on conscience. Moreover, being the message receivers, they had to
have media literacy or else they might be taken advantage by profit
organization.
