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Abstract

This research article aims to investigate the factors and their
relationship that affect smoking cessation behavior among the population
aged 15 years and above in Thailand. The study used logistic regression
to analyze secondary data from the National Statistical Office’s 2021
Health Behavior Survey of the Thai Population. The research findings
indicated that the factors most influencing smoking cessation behavior
included 10 variables: 1. A desire to quit smoking as the result of warning
labels, 2. The number of household members (counting tier), 3. Regions
of Thailand 4. The average monthly income from employment or
investment, 5. Time to smoke first cigarette after waking up, 6. Age of
regular smoking initiation, 7. Expenditure on self-rolled cigarettes, 8. Age
of first cigarette, 9. Age of first alcohol consumption and current age, 10.
Type and quantity of cigarettes smoked - hand-rolled cigarettes (per day).
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When these factors were used to create a logistic regression equation, it
was found that the factors most significantly affecting smoking cessation
behavior were: desire to quit due to warning labels on cigarette packs,
region, average monthly income, age of regular smoking initiation,
expenditure on self-rolled cigarettes, age of first cigarette, age of first
alcohol consumption, current age, and type of hand-rolled cigarettes (per
day), all at a statistical significance level of 0.05. These findings can be
used to create policies and campaign strategies that effectively reduce
smoking, especially emphasizing the importance of warning labels on
cigarette packs and designing smoking cessation programs tailored to
different age groups and regions. This research provides valuable insights
for policymakers, academics, and public health practitioners, leading to
the development of effective and sustainable tobacco control measures
in Thailand.

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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to 1) investigate how brand
image affects Generation Y consumers’ decisions to use beauty clinic
services and 2) examine how influencer marketing on social media affects
Generation Y consumers’ decisions to use beauty clinic services in Bangkok.

The hypothesis test results revealed that the value dimension of brand
image and online influencer in marketing communication dimensions,
including similarity, attractiveness, expertise, respect, and trustworthiness,
significantly influenced the majority of the respondents’ decisions to use
beauty clinic services at the 0.01 level of statistical significance.

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Abstract

This research aims to 1) investigate how consumers behave when
making purchasing decisions for dog and cat pet food, 2) examine how
marketing mix factors affecting these decisions, and to 3) compare the
influences of both the consumer behavior and marketing mix on these
purchasing decisions. A quota sampling method was used to gather data
online from 800 respondents, 400 of whom were dog owners and 400 of
whom were cat owners, who owned at least one dog or cat and had
bought pet food in the previous three months. Descriptive statistics,
multiple regression analysis, and chi-square testing were used to analyze
the data.

The results of the comparative test between dog and cat owners
revealed that there were four aspects of purchasing behavior without
variable correlation: 1. The majority of respondents who had dogs and
cats purchased dry food more frequently than wet food, making it the
most popular food type. 2. Quality level: Most of them purchased standard

quality food rather than premium quality. 3. Pet food stores were the
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most frequently visited and most commonly purchased store category.
4. It was discovered that social media was the most common source of
information utilized to make decisions about purchases.There were three
aspects of purchasing behavior with variable correlation: 1. Purchase
occasion - the majority of the dog owners made their purchases when
the food was almost gone, while the majority cat owners made their
purchases when they felt the need. 2. Most frequently purchased brand
- the majority of the dog owners bought Pedigree Royal Canin, and Smart
Heart respectively, while the majority of the cat owners bought Royal
Canin, Me-O, amd Whiskers, respectively. 3. Individual involved in the
purchasing decision, the results indicated that most dog owners were
more likely to involved family or relatives in the decision-making process,
whereas most cat owners relied more likely to involve a significant other
or partner.

The analysis of the marketing mix factors influencing the purchasing
decisions of dog and cat owners revealed five differing aspects: product,
price, place (distribution), marketing promotion, and personalization. When
compared to cat owners, dog owners scored higher on the average of
each sub-factor in all aspects.

The objectives of this study, “The Study of Factors driving the
Organization Logistics Management Supply Chain Management and Risk
Management for Sustainable Organizational Development of Logistics
Entrepreneurs in Bangkok Metropolitan Region,” is to examine the
organizational drivers, logistics management, supply chain management,
and risk management contributing to the sustainable development of
logistics entrepreneurs in Bangkok and its surrounding areas. Data collection
employed purposive sampling for both qualitative and quantitative
samples. The qualitative sample consisted of 10 logistics management
executives, while the quantitative sample included 400 logistics
management executives from logistics companies in Bangkok and its
vicinity. Data collection tools included interviews and questionnaires.

The research findings indicated that risk management and sustainable
development achieved the highest average ratings. Organizational drivers,
logistics management, and supply chain management attained high average
ratings. Hypothesis testing revealed that organizational drivers, logistics
management, supply chain management, and risk management, all had
a significant impact on the sustainable development of logistics
entrepreneurs in Bangkok and its vicinity. With a predictive value of 61.70%,

risk management outperformed supply chain management, which came
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in second with 48.90%. The study’s recommendations highlight how
logistics management influences the growth of sustainable organizations.
The obtained data can be utilized for strategic planning and policy
formulation to achieve management objectives. Additionally, financial
risks should be mitigated by aligning roles and responsibilities with
operational plans and maintaining continuous risk control.

“Ban” is a type of light food that reflects the distinctive identity and
ancient wisdom of the Hakka people. This research article aims to investigate
how “Ban” has changed and continued to exist in Thai society. The methodology
involved document research of relevant studies and field data collection,
focusing on the Hakka communities in the deep south of Thailand. The study
findings revealed that currently, 18 varieties of traditional Hakka “Ban” are
still made and marketed today. Among these, 7 varieties were unique, while
11 varieties share similarity with equivalent from other cultures. Some varieties
of “Ban” have changed in terms of name, ingredients, preparation methods,
colors and flavors. Factors contributing to these variations included linguistic
differences, environmental and resource constraints, time-saving and cost-
reduction measures, and the creation of new options to attract consumers.
Concerning its current standing in Thai society, “Ban” was not as widely
recognized in Hakka communities as it once was. This decline in popularity
was due to lower consumption, which was influenced by the influx of
contemporary consumption trends into the community. Consequently,
production and sales have declined. Crucially, it was obvious that Thai-
Hakka younger generations showed little interest in traditional customs and
did not recognize the value of “Ban” as their predecessors did.
This lack of interest has led to a discontinuity in knowledge transmission,
raising concerns about its potential disappearance. Nevertheless, it is
encouraging that there are still groups of Thai-Hakka who dedicate to
maintaining the cultural identity of traditional Hakka cuisine. They have
compiled recipes for both savory and sweet dish, including a number of “Ban”
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recipes, and disseminated them via online media. They expect that their
efforts will lead to the revival, transmission, and promotion of these culinary
customs, ensuring their widespread recognition and onging survival.

This qualitative research aims to (1) examine how the church functions
in relation to the educational process, problems, and obstacles in providing
multicultural education for children of migrant workers (CMWs);, and to
(2) examine how migration networks affecting CMWs’ access to education.
Purposive selection was used to choose thirty key informants, including
the Archdiocese of Bangkok Center’s social director, center management
directors and managers, teachers, parents, student groups and migration
networks. Data was collected by documentary research, observation,
fieldwork, on-the-job training as a teaching volunteer, and in-depth
interviews. Results were that Samut Sakhon Province received a large
number of CMWs from various ethnic and national backgrounds. As a
result, the St. Anna Catholic Center, the Marist Center, and the St. Joachim
Catholic Center for Immigrants offered multicultural education to support
and encourage children of diverse backgrounds. Enfants du Mékong
(Children of the Mekong), a French Catholic organization, also offerred
monthly assistance. Additionally, CMWs’ access to education was
supported, encouraged, and made easier by both official and informal
migratory networks.

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Abstract

and youth (20 participants), working-age adults (10 participants), elderly
individuals (10 participants), and Chinese culture experts (4 participants), for
the total of 44 individuals; and 2) a group of 37 volunteers, including students,
parents, and teachers from schools in the Samphanthawong district, who
participated in the experimental activities.

Empowering new community tourism models with traditional
medicine wisdom bases linked to wellness tourism routes in Ranong Province
aims to 1) survey traditional medicine wisdom managed by communities
along wellness tourism routes in Ranong Province; 2) develop new wellness
tourism products in Ranong Province from traditional medicine wisdom
managed by communities; and 3) assess the impact of developing new wellness
tourism products in Ranong Province from traditional medicine wisdom
managed by communities.

The population used was the tourism network in Ranong Province, including
the sovernment sector, private sector, the public sector that owns resources,

After testing the tourism route, it was discovered
that tourists had a high level of acceptance, but only moderately accepted
the appropriateness of the accommodations and the appropriateness of
the health care.3) The impact assessment results for the new wellness
tourism product in Ranong Province from traditional medicine wisdom
with community-based tourism management were equal to 1:1.36.

Accounting is one of the most important processes in the administration
of public, private, and community organizations. It ensures the success of
organizational operations, minimizes risks, and cultivates verifiability and

transparency that appeal to stakeholders. The aim of this research project
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is to increase accounting knowledge in the community by developing
community courses that enable individuals to collect and organize
different types of financial data in a consistent manner. The contents of
accounting for the community were developed using generally accepted
accounting principles. This study used a community-based research
methodology. Its main focus was community-level participatory management.
The community researchers in Bangkok's Donmueang District were in charge;
they brought up the need for learning, sharing, and exchanging of accounting
knowledge for communities through workshops and the practical application
of community-drawn case studies, knowledge transfer to other communities,
and summarizing their thoughts on the topics that should be covered in
the community accounting courses, including the learners' backgrounds.
The research findings demonstrated that each participating community
received the same kind of state budget. Nonetheless, depending on each
community's level of comprehension, different techniques for gathering
and arranging financial data were used. Although the related state agencies
gave the community members multiple chances to improve their accounting
skills, their understanding and hands-on training were insufficient. Thus,
the community members had acquired new and simplified knowledge
applicable under four topic frameworks—financial accounting, cost accounting,
tax accounting, and internal auditing—according to the learning procedure
of this research team. The courses were offered at three different levels: short,
intermediate, and long-term courses. 1) The short term course focused on
the community demands for production planning, sales pricing, sales volume
and intended profit as well as data summary for financial statement
preparation. 2) The intermediate course was created to help community
members prepare their budgets so they can propose supplemental
budgets to support local operations. 3) The long term course met the

community's needs in learning how to record financial transactions for
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juristic persons in order to submit financial statements to Department
of Business Development, Ministry of Finance or other relevant offices.
The time frame had been set for the courses that were created. There
were two methods for assessing learning outcomes based on the learners’
background. Among these were: 1) the learning process and duration
for participants with some prior accounting knowledge; and 2) the learning
process and duration for participants with no prior accounting knowledge.
In summary, these results were advantageous not only to the community
that took part in the study but also to other communities that might be
interested in enhancing their capacity and applying it to products,
professional associations, or other community-based businesses. The
project's community researchers involved in the study were ready to
act as resources for the dissemination and knowledge transfer of
accounting to the local community.

The objectives of this study were to 1) examine the relationship between
personal factors on the intention to use the online tax filing system (e-filing).
2) investigate the relationship between the intention to file personal income
tax returns using the online tax filing system (e-filing) and the risk perception
factors in using the personal income tax return; and 3) examine the relationship
between the intention to file personal income tax returns using the Personnel
Division Third Army Region's e-filing system and the acceptance of technology.

The results of the study indicated that the personal factors influencing
the intention of most respondents to file their personal income tax returns
online (e-filing) were income and technological experience, which had a
positive correlation with the intention to file personal income tax returns
at statistically significant levels of 0.05 and 0.01 respectively. In terms of
the perceived risk factor on the operation, it was found that the usage of
the safety system had a positive correlation with the intention to file
a personal income tax return at a statistically significant level of 0.01.
Additionally, in terms of the technology acceptance factor for the perceived
ease of use and the perceived usefulness of technology, it was found to
positively correlate with the intention of the Third Army Division's personnel
to file personal income tax returns using the online tax filing system (e-filing)
at a statistically significant level of 0.01.

Five groups were involved in the
data collection: 1) Gathering information from both domestic and foreign
literature reviews, 2) Interviewing pilgrims in focus groups, 3) Interviewing
Haj operators, 4) Interviewing group leaders, and 5) Interviewing government
and private sector organizations.

The study found that the developing guidelines of Thai Hajj under
the context of Saudi Arabia Vision 2030 were as follows: the Department
of Provincial Administration, Ministry of Interior, needed to develop the
capabilities of its personnel to have knowledge and expertise in Hajj affairs,

experience, and negotiation skills to benefit Hajj performers. Furthermore,
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the Department of Provincial Administration should establish clear regulations
for Hajj operators and have a structure that aligns with the workload both
in the international dimension and internal management.1) To benefit Hajj
performers, the Ministry of Interior's Department of Provincial Administration
needs to train its staff to be knowledgeable and skilled in Hajj affairs, have
experience, and be able to negotiate. In addition, the Department of
Provincial Administration must have clear regulations for Hajj operaters
and have a structure that corresponds with the workload in both internal
management and the international component.

Moreover, It is necessary to reorganize the organization in charge of
Hajj missions in Thailand. The Hajj Promotion Division was understaffed,
thus there should be enough funding to enable the ongoing management
of Hajj-related matters each year.

Furthermore, The Thai Hajj management system should be established
in line with the Ministry of Hajj's policies on the operation of Hajj affairs
in Saudi Arabia by implementing the E-Hajj system to facilitate pilerims
worldwide in performing the Hajj pilgrimage conveniently, safely, and with
complete assurance.

In addition, Promotion of staff development in Hajj affairs is necessary.
This is to guarantee that they are aware of and comprehend sustainable
management and religious principles. However, this should allow for
efficient and ongoing communication with Saudi Arabia's Hajj affairs
organizations without adversely affecting the economic, social, or cultural
aspects.

Tai Chi Chuan is a significant element and outstanding representative
of traditional Chinese culture and has a deep historical origin and extensive
social influence. With the development of modern society, Tai Chi Chuan
has become not only a self-cultivation exercise for the elderly to pursue
health but also an important way for young people all over the world to
enhance their physique and destroy their souls. Deng et al. (2022) active
the development of Tai Chi Chuan has a positive effect on students'
physical health. In recent years, with the increase in students' interest in
learning and the country's emphasis on the inheritance of traditional
culture, especially under the promotion of policies such as Strengthening
the protection and Inheritance of Cultural Heritage and Promoting Excellent
established Chinese traditions issued by the Ministry of Education of the
People's Republic of China in 2024, Tai Chi Chuan began to enter the school
physical education curriculum in the way of new curriculum objectives.
However, how to effectively realize the sustainable inheritance of Tai Chi
Chuan in the modern education system is still a topic that can be solved.
This paper aims to explore the path of sustainable development by
analyzing the current situation and problems of Tai Chi Chuan in school
physical education inheritance and put forward corresponding optimization
strategies to promote the large-scale and long and deep sustainable
cultural inheritance of Tai Chi Chuan in schools' physical teaching curriculum.

2. Conceptual Framework

2.1 Connotation and application of cultural inheritance theory

Cultural inheritance theory emphasizes the continuity and transmission
of culture in time and space, which is the basis for understanding how
traditional culture continues in modern society. Cultural inheritance
includes not only the transmission of material traditions but also the
inheritance of spiritual culture, customs, and values. The key to cultural
inheritance lies in maintaining the core values of culture and transmitting
them between different generations through education and social activities.
Wenijie (2022) developed the schools and built a decompression platform
for calm meditation for students. Cultural inheritance is an important part

of cultural innovation. In the framework of researching Tai Chi Chuan's
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legacy, this theory emphasizes how traditional sports culture can be
systematically transmitted and developed through school education.

2.2 Application of sustainable development theory in
educational inheritance

The theory of sustainable development was originally applied
to environmental science, emphasizing the sustainable use and protection
of resources. However, this theory also has wide applicability and directing
importance in educational grounds and cultural inheritance. In educational
inheritance, sustainable development refers not only to the rational
allocation of educational resources, but also to how to maintain the
continuous interest of students, enhance the dynamic adaptability of
educational content, and ensure that the education system can play its
inheritance function in the long term. In this way, educational content
not only maintains its long-term effectiveness but also perpetuates its
cultural value in a changing social environment. Cheng & Guo (2024)
pointed out that as a traditional physical education course with profound
cultural connotations, the effective inheritance of Tai Chi Chuan needs
to be systematically planned under the guidance of sustainable development
theory. This means that in the process of teaching and promoting Tai Chi
Chuan, it is necessary to ensure the reasonable allocation of teaching
resources, optimize the course design, and flexibly adjust the inheritance
mode to cope with the changing educational needs and social environment,
to realize the long-term inheritance and enlargement of Tai Chi Chuan in
the modermn education system.

2.3 Analysis of the historical evolution and cultural value of Tai
Chi Chuan
Tai Chi Chuan originated in China during the Ming and Qing
dynasties. It integrates martial arts, Qigong, and health preservation. It is
an important treasure of traditional Chinese sports culture. The heritage
of Tai Chi Chuan is particularly prominent in Wudang Mountain in Hubei
Province and Chenjiagou in Henan Province. There are various ways to
inherit Tai Chi Chuan here. Parks, mountains, hospitals, schools, and
other places have become venues for Tai Chi Chuan practice and
dissemination. This diversified form of inheritance not only shows the
adaptation and evolution of Chinese martial arts culture in modern
society but also highlights the vitality and extensive influence of Tai Chi
Chuan as a sports intangible cultural heritage.
Tang et al. (2022) pointed out that the introduction of Tai Chi Chuan
into the campus not only enriched students' sports and cultural activities
but also provided an important way to cultivate students' all-round

development of morality, intelligence, physical fitness, the United States,
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and labor. Through its unique movements and ideas, Tai Chi Chuan can
improve students' physical fitness, enhance their mental adjustment ability,
and provide them with a life philosophy that focuses on balance and
harmony. Especially in modern education, the inheritance of Tai Chi Chuan
is not only limited to the investigation of technical movements, but more
importantly, it helps students form a dialectical way of thinking and
a positive outlook on life through its ideological philosophy. Zhou (2019)
emphasized that the core concept of Tai Chi Chuan, the balance of Yin
and Yang, runs through its movements and philosophical thoughts, and
has become a symbol of the concept of harmony in traditional Chinese
culture. Therefore, Tai Chi Chuan is not only a kind of fitness exercise,
but also known as ZheQuan, which gives practitioners a profound cultural
experience while training the body. In the field of education, the inheritance
of Tai Chi Chuan means integrating the essence of this traditional culture
into the modern education system. The organic combination of culture
and education not only ensures the sustainable development of the
thousand-year cultural heritage of Tai Chi Chuan but also provides valuable
practical experience for the construction of an education system with
Chinese characteristics.

2.4 Problem Statement

The problem is necessity to preserve Tai Chi Chuan's cultural
values in modern schooling and maintain its traditional nature. Integrating
Tai Chi Chuan into curriculum requires a long-term approach that adapts to
changing social and educational situations. The implementation of cultural

inheritance theory is critical to maintaining its cultural importance.

3. Materials and Methods

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This research integrating Tai Chi Chuan into school physical
education programs uses a demographic table to analyze participant
characteristics, including age, gender, school level, curriculum design,
teacher expertise, and student engagement. The above demographic
Table 1 also tracks participants' backgrounds to assess how these factors
influence the integration process. The analysis provides insights into the
sustainability and success of the Tai Chi Chuan program in schools.

3.2 Study Design

Research assessed Tai Chi Chuan's incorporation into physical
education curricula in elementary and secondary schools using a before
and after intervention method. To assess their opinions, difficulties, and
involvement with Tai Chi Chuan, 150 participants is selected for surveys
and observe classes. This research also identifies the challenges, evaluates
the success of Tai Chi Chuan integration, and proposes strategies for
sustainable curriculum development.

3.3 Statistical Tools

In this research, the SPSS 24.0 software platform has been employed
to perform statistical analyses, including t-tests to evaluate the participants'
performance both before and after the intervention.

3.4 Analysis of the status quo of Tai Chi Chuan in school
sports promotion

In recent years, as the country append enormous consequences
to the heritage of conventional culture, Tai Chi Chuan is being gradually
integrated into both schools' physical education curriculums, becoming
a crucial content in certain areas. According to statistics from the Ministry
of Education, as of 2023, about 30 percent of primary and secondary schools
nationwide have incorporated Tai Chi Chuan into their physical education
curriculum, covering about 18 million students. This trend shows that

the country is actively encouraging the heritage of customary traditions
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in the field of education. However, although the promotion efforts are
increasing year by year, the promotion of Tai Chi Chuan in school sports
still faces many challenges (Mengjiao et al., 2024). The latest Tai Chi Chuan
inheritance and development mode is curriculum + research-based
association. Such diversified innovative development and transformation
is the living soul and essence of the "living inheritance" of sports intangible
cultural heritage.

The recognition of Tai Chi Chuan training varies considerably by
area. In the economically developed eastern regions, such as Beijing,
Shanghai, and Guangdong, the popularity of Tai Chi Chuan courses is
relatively high due to the relative abundance of educational resources
and the emphasis on traditional culture. Chen et al. (2023) developed
regions of central and western China, and the popularity rate of Tai Chi
Chuan is low. Due to the shortage of teachers, venues, and resources,
some schools find it difficult to effectively integrate Tai Chi Chuan into
the physical education curriculum, resulting in the difficulty for students
in these regions to have access to this traditional culture. Tai Chi Chuan
plays a positive role in improving students' Wang & Lyu (2024) mindfulness
ability, and students' academic pressure and life rhythm are getting
faster and faster. Opportunities to participate in Tai Chi Chuan can play
a good role in regulating students' pressure. Table 2 displays notable
variations in the prevalence of Tai Chi Chuan in primary and secondary

school curricula across the country, using data from 2023 as an example:

As can be seen from the table, the school penetration rate in
Beijing is as high as 70%, covering about 1.5 million students; In Qinghai
Province, the penetration rate is only 15 percent, covering less than
500,000 students. This significant difference reflects the imbalance in the
allocation of educational resources and the emphasis on culture across
the country. Many schools lack teachers with professional Tai Chi Chuan
teaching ability. Although some teachers have participated in relevant
training, due to the short training time and simple content, it is difficult
to master the essence of Tai Chi Chuan and effectively impart it to
students. This not only leads to the implementation of the curriculum is not
ideal, but also difficult to stimulate students' interest and enthusiasm for
participation, which further affects the popularization and promotion of

Tai Chi Chuan on campus. In terms of venue facilities, regional differences

also have a direct impact on the development of Tai Chi Chuan courses.
For example, in the eastern developed areas such as Beijing and Shanghai,
the completion rate of venues and facilities exceeds 80%, which can
better support the development of Tai Chi Chuan teaching activities.

However, in the less developed regions in central and western China,
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such as Gansu and Qinghai, the completion rate of site facilities is less
than 50%, which seriously restricts the effective promotion of Tai Chi Chuan
courses in these regions, resulting in the difficulty of fully launching the
courses and the limitation of students' participation.
Although some regions have actively explored the design of the
Tai Chi Chuan curriculum, (Qu et al., 2024) integrated more cultural background
introduction and practice into the curriculum in an attempt to enhance
students' participation and interest by enriching teaching content and
diversified teaching methods. But the overall effect is still not up to
expectations. This situation is not only closely related to the problem of
teachers but also reflects the lack of emphasis on the Tai Chi Chuan curriculum
in schools, as well as limited investment in teaching resources and policy support.
3.5 Main problems in the current Tai Chi Chuan curriculum
implementation
3.5.1 Bottleneck of course content design and teaching practice
The content design of the Tai Chi Chuan course is systematic
and lacks depth, which directly affects students' understanding and feeling
of the essence of Tai Chi Chuan culture. According to statistics, about 50
percent of students think Tai Chi Chuan courses are unattractive, mainly
because the content of the courses does not fully show the rich cultural
connotation of Tai Chi Chuan. The current curriculum design is often limited
to the basic teaching of movements, ignoring the philosophical thought,
historical background, and health concepts contained in Tai Chi Chuan. This
single teaching method makes it difficult to stimulate students' learning
interest and enthusiasm, which makes it difficult for students to deeply
experience and comprehend the core values of Tai Chi Chuan. Malik et al.,
(2024) enhanced the appeal of Tai Chi Chuan courses, it is urgent to redesign

the course content, pay attention to the combination of cultural elements
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of Tai Chi Chuan with actual teaching, and create a more rich and meaningful
learning experience.

3.5.2 Deficiency of teacher training and teaching quality

Currently, only about 40% of physical education teachers
have received systematic training in Tai Chi Chuan, which has a direct
impact on the teaching quality of the curriculum. Due to the lack of
sufficient professional knowledge and practical experience in teaching,
many teachers find it difficult to effectively convey the core values and
technical essentials of Tai Chi Chuan. In addition, the existing training
mechanism is not perfect, the training content is shallow and the period
is short, which makes it difficult for teachers to continuously improve their
professional level in teaching practice, and further limits the teaching effect
of the Tai Chi Chuan course. To advance the teaching superiority, essential
to support the systematic preparation of physical education educators,
extend the training period, enrich the training content, and establish
a continuous professional development mechanism to ensure that teachers
can master and impart the essence of Tai Chi Chuan.

3.5.3 Challenges to students' interest, cognition, and engagement

With its slow movements and unique rhythm, Tai Chi Chuan
puts forward high demands on students' patience and understanding,
which affects students' interest and participation to a certain extent.
According to the survey, more than 60 percent of students said that Tai
Chi Chuan classes failed to attract them effectively, mainly because the
classes lacked fun and incentive mechanisms. In addition, students do
not know enough about the cultural background of Tai Chi Chuan to
fully understand its intrinsic value, which further weakens students'
motivation to learn. To cope with these challenges, it is necessary to

integrate more interactive elements and cultural background knowledge

into the course design and enhance students' interest and participation
through innovative teaching methods such as gamification teaching and
interdisciplinary integration, to improve the educational effect of the Tai
Chi Chuan course.

In general, Tai Chi Chuan courses face a series of challenges
in the implementation process, including the limitations of course content
design, the lack of teacher training and teaching quality, the difficulty of
student interest and participation, and the lack of venue facilities and
teaching resources. These problems not only restrict the promotion effect
of the Tai Chi Chuan course. To address these challenges, systematic
improvements are needed in several areas: (Jiang et al., 2024) to optimize
curriculum content to incorporate rich cultural content, improve the quality
and depth of teacher training, innovate teaching methods to increase student
interest and engagement, and to improve infrastructure and resource
allocation through policy support and funding. Only by comprehensively
improving the attractiveness and effectiveness of the curriculum can we
ensure the extensive promotion and sustainable inheritance of Tai Chi
Chuan in school sports, and give full play to its unique value in the

comprehensive development of students.

4. Optimize the inheritance strategy of Tai Chi Chuan in school
physical education
4.1 Curriculum design and optimization from the perspective
of cultural inheritance
4.1.1 Integration of Tai Chi Chuan culture into curriculum
content and teaching methods
The cultural connotation of Tai Chi Chuan is its essence,
such as the balance of Yin and Yang, rigid and soft, and other philosophical

ideas, which can not only improve students' understanding of movement
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but also help to cultivate students' cultural literacy. To improve and
incorporate these connotations into teaching, teachers container assist
students in recognizing the place of Tai Chi Chuan culture in traditional
Chinese thought through interdisciplinary cooperation, such as combining
history and philosophy courses.

4.1.2. Establishment of linkage mechanism between community
resources and schools

The linkage between schools and communities can not only
enhance the practicability of Tai Chi Chuan courses but also enhance
students' sense of social responsibility. By introducing community resources
such as local Tai Chi Chuan masters or dedicated training venues, students
can learn in a more authentic environment. Tai Chi Chuan can have a
positive effect on students' muscles (Wang et al., 2024) fiber pain and help
students improve their physical health quality.

4.1.3. Promotion mode of internal and external competitions
and activities

Competitions and activities are important means to stimulate
students' interest and participation. By holding Tai Chi Chuan competitions or
cultural festivals inside and outside the school, students can demonstrate their
Tai Chi Chuan skills and improve their skills through interaction and competition
with others. To enhance the impact of the event, schools can also cooperate
with other schools, community organizations, or sports associations to
organize regional or national Tai Chi Chuan competitions and demonstrations.

4.2 Educational practice strategies under the theory of

sustainable development

4.2.1 Optimal allocation and long-term guarantee of
educational resources

As the Tai Chi Chuan course is being promoted, rational

allocation of educational resources is the key to realizing the sustainable
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development of the course. According to the latest data, about 60 percent
of schools nationwide are unable to fully implement Tai Chi Chuan
courses due to a lack of professional teachers and suitable venues. This
situation highlights the problem of uneven allocation of educational
resources, especially in less developed areas, where the shortage of
educational resources is more serious. Therefore, it is particularly important
to increase funding to ensure an adequate supply of curriculum resources.
The government should actively encourage local schools to cooperate
with communities and businesses to jointly develop and utilize resources.
To better realize the popularization and sustainable development of the
Tai Chi Chuan course, the following Table 3 denotes the status quo and

objectives of the optimal allocation of educational resources.

Through these measures, it can effectively promote the
widespread popularization of Tai Chi Chuan courses and ensure its
sustainable development across the country. Continuous policy support
and financial investment will help narrow the educational gap between
regions, improve the balanced allocation of educational resources, and

arrange a concrete establishment for the inheritance of Tai Chi Chuan.
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4.2.2 Curriculum oriented by students' needs and interests

According to the latest survey data, more than 60% of primary
and secondary school students show a strong interest in traditional cultural
sports, but with the growth of age, the interest fluctuates, so flexibility and
interest in the course content are particularly important. The flexibility of
the curriculum is also reflected in the regular adjustment of the teaching content.
According to a report released by the Ministry of Education, about 70 percent
of schools collect students' feedback on their courses through regular
questionnaires and classroom observations and adjust their curriculum
content and teaching methods promptly based on the feedback. This dynamic
adjustment strategy has been shown to significantly increase student
engagement and satisfaction. Table 4 denotes the Tai Chi Chuan curriculum

recommendations for students at different educational stages.

Through scientific planning of the curriculum of students in
different education stages and dynamic adjustment according to the
actual needs, the educational effect of the Tai Chi Chuan course can be

effectively improved, and the continuous participation of students.
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4.2.3 Construction of long-term evaluation and adjustment
mechanism

To ensure the long-term effectiveness of Tai Chi Chuan courses,
and required to establish a systematic estimate apparatus. Regular evaluation
of the curriculum can help schools understand the effectiveness of the
implementation of the curriculum and identify existing problems. Evaluation
mechanisms should include student learning outcomes, teacher performance,
and feedback from parents and the community. By collecting and analyzing
this data, schools can make targeted adjustments and improvements.
Establishing a dynamic adjustment mechanism to optimize the course
content and teaching methods with time and the change of students'
needs is an important strategy to realize the sustainable development
of the Tai Chi Chuan course. Specific measures can include regular
teacher training, updating teaching materials, and introducing new technologies
such as video teaching and online interactive platforms to enhance the
attractiveness and effectiveness of courses. Table 5 represents the core

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Through the implementation of these strategies, Tai Chi Chuan
courses cannot only be effectively promoted within the school but also
achieve long-term sustainable development and provide students with
rich cultural and physical education experiences. This systematic and
scientific management could help ensure that Tai Chi Chuan, as a significant
element of traditional Chinese culture, is passed on and carried forward

in modern education for a long time.

5. Results
The research determines that before and after an intervention, average
scores for Curriculum Design, Teacher Expertise, Student Engagement, and Policy

Support are compared. Table 6 represents the t-test findings of the research.

educational methods and solid policy support but also needs to build
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a sustainable inheritance network with schools as the core and communities
and families as the support. Through these comprehensive strategies,
Tai Chi Chuan continues to play its unique cultural value and educational
significance in future school education and promote the promotion and
inheritance of traditional Chinese culture at the broader social level.

5.2. Discussion

Research investigates the challenges associated with integrating

participants, the results reveal that curriculum design and teacher expertise
were notably improved after the intervention.

The intervention led to a significant
increase in student engagement, particularly when course content was
made more suitable to students’ personal or educational experiences.
Policy support played a vital role in guarantee the program’s success,
with active efforts to encourage Tai Chi Chuan within the physical education
curriculum and distribute resources for teacher training. Statistical analysis
utilizing SPSS software confirmed that the observed improvements were
statistically significant, with t-statistics values of 6.50, 7.00, 8.20, and 7.85
for curriculum design, teacher expertise, student engagement, and policy
support, respectively, all with p-values below 0.01. This examines that
the implemented strategies had a meaningful impact on the integration

of Tai Chi Chuan in schools.
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6. Conclusion

Research provided valuable insights into the integration of Tai Chi
Chuan into primary and secondary school physical education programs.
Research determined key barriers, including challenges in curriculum
design, teacher expertise, and student engagement, and highlighted the
importance of addressing these issues to ensure the sustainability of Tai
Chi Chuan as part of the educational curriculum. By applying an intervention
approach, significant improvements were observed in all areas examined,
with statistical evidence supporting the effectiveness of the intervention.
The t-statistics values of 6.50, 7.00, 8.20, and 7.85, along with p-values
below 0.01, demonstrate the intervention's substantial impact on improving
curriculum design, teacher expertise, student engagement, and policy support.
This research underscores the importance of a holistic approach, combining
curriculum reform, teacher training, and policy backing, in preserving Tai
Chi Chuan as an invaluable aspect of sports intangible cultural heritage.
The findings indicate that with appropriate interventions, Tai Chi Chuan
can be successfully integrated into school programs, contributing to both
cultural heritage preservation and enhanced educational outcomes.
Limitations and Future Scope of the Research: The research explores the
integration of Tai Chi Chuan into school physical education programs, but
has limitations. It only focused on curriculum design, teacher capability,
student engagement, and policy support, and had a small sample size.
Future research should investigate scalability and flexibility, and evaluate

long-term impact on students and teachers.

After the self-initiated publicity,
the situation has significantly improved, with the number of participants
increasing from 100 to 500, funding increasing from $100000 to $200000
per year, and the construction of five specialized sports venues for ethnic
minority sports. These improvements have made the "the Belt and Road"
promotion strategy of Yunnan minority sports culture clearer and more
meaningful, bringing more resources, better infrastructure and more public

The government may consider increasing resources to
promote participation. The coefficient of the number of sports facilities is 25,
with an annual increase of 25 people for each additional facility, highlighting
the key to facility development. The variance of the model's explanatory
participation rate is 85%, and the adjusted R-squared value is 0.82, which

is a conservative evaluation of the model's explanatory power.

Within the framework
of the Belt and Road Initiative (BRI), the Yunnan Ethnic Sports Development
Program was established to highlight their recognition of the strategic
importance of preserving and developing these cultural assets. The program's
goal was the regeneration of the sports and activities of the ethnic groups

of Yunnan province and their integration into people's public consciousness

so that their unique culture could still be preserved.

Implementation:

The following crucial elements were included in a series of efforts
that were used to execute the program:

Identifying and recording the traditional games and sports that
Yunnan's many ethnic groups play;

Planning sporting events, competitions, and exhibits that highlight
traditional sports for both domestic and foreign spectators.

Creating coaching seminars and training programs to aid in the
skill-building of coaches and players in traditional sports.

Building new facilities and renovating existing ones in locations with
sizable ethnic communities in order to provide sporting facilities and
infrastructure devoted to traditional sports.

Working together with BRI nations to organize cultural exchange
initiatives, such as combined sporting events, seminars, and training camps.

Key Success Factors:

Cultural Preservation: The program succeeded greatly because, it
stressed on using sports as a medium to maintain the ethnic traditions of
Yunnan's ethnic groups. It encouraged cultural self-worth and differentiation,
as well as the upkeep of the indigenous knowledge and norms.

Community Engagement: The sporting events were culturally appropriate
and relevant to the communities who organized and actively took part
in them for communities to be the target populations for the programs.

Government Support: The initiative was supported by the government
through funding, infrastructural development, and policies with a strong

back up, making the implementation of the project sustainable.
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International Collaboration: Exchanges with BRI People paved the way
for knowledge exchanging and cultural interflow, manifesting the sports
done by Yunnan's ethnic minorities in the world and increasing the
awareness and fostering respect for global issues.

Challenges Faced:

Resource Constraints: The growth of the program to take on other
areas and its influences was faced by the problem of lack of funds and
the inadequate infrastructure.

Cultural Sensitivity: How to maintain the integrity and authenticity
of traditional sports, but at the same time to present them as more acceptable
to the general public was the main task set.

Inclusivity: Adequate preparation and due time granted to communities
for the various requests and preferences of theirs was required to ensure that
all tribes were duly represented and benefitted from the program activities.

Sustainability: Achieving sustainability not only in terms of the financing
and support in a short-term perspective but also of the development of local
ownership, community engagement, and revenue generation is crucial.

Under the "the Belt and Road" initiative, Yunnan ethnic sports are
an important tool for community building, cultural protection and international
cooperation. Cultural diversity is protected and promoted through traditional
sports exchanges, but challenges need to be addressed to achieve long-term

sustainability of the project.

Conclusion

In the context of the "the Belt and Road" initiative, the research aims
to reveal the impact of various means on the level of participation in the event
by studying the use of fund allocation, infrastructure construction and cultural
exchange projects to promote minority sports culture in Yunnan. The results

showed that under controlled variables, for every $1 increase in funding
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for ethnic minority sports projects in Yunnan, two more people participate
each year; The infrastructure construction is expected to increase the attendance
rate in Yunnan by 25 people per year. The research model fits well with
an R-squared value of 0.85, indicating a significant relationship between
variables, that is, funding and the availability of sports facilities play an
important role in motivating Yunnan communities to participate in ethnic
minority sports. The research findings suggest that enhancing its influence
can promote the inheritance and protection of these precious cultural
heritages; Intensify support for the development of ethnic minority sports
and culture, such as funding, tax incentives, land policies, etc; Combining
modern technological means to innovate the forms of expression and

dissemination of ethnic minority sports culture.

Research background

The study on mental health has gone through a long period of
development. It is a product of history and society (Prince et al., 2007: 859-877).
The trauma of two world wars have greatly boosted the development of

social science, together with the technical and scientific development,
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thus have brought the idea of mental health under the spotlight (Orben
et al,, 2020: 634-640). The rise and development of mental health research
reflects the dialectical materialist philosophy of the unity of mind and
body. Mental health-education is a newly rising concept that emerged in
the 20th century (Nosikov & Gudex, 2003: 123). It is a combination of modermn
psychology, sociology, physiology, and other multidisciplinary theories
with school education practice (Keyes & Lopez, 2009: 89-95). As a modern
educational concept and novel educational activity, mental health
education has been developed in various countries across the world in
theories and practices. The International Educational Work Conference 1995
made it overt that the parallelism of mental health and teaching work is
a two-wheel drive that promotes the advancement of modern schools.
This shows that mental health education has inevitably become an integral

part of modern education system (Cornaglia et al., 2015: 1-12).

Research problems

In contrary to what many people have thought of, college can be
very stressful for many students. Apart from coping with academic pressure,
some students still have to tackle the anxieties of separation and
individuation from their family of origin while some may have to attend
to numerous work and family responsibilities. In this context, many college
students experience the first onset of mental health or an exacerbation
of their symptoms. Given the uniqueness of college students, there is an

urgent need to address the issues among this demographic population.

Research objectives

To improve the mental health of students, this study draws on pedagogy,
psychology, social medicine, social marketing, health education and health
promotion theory, etc. At the same time, methods such as social psychological

questionnaire surveys and target population interviews are used to explore
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the theories, mechanisms, and methods of promoting students' mental
health.

The two objectives of the research are:

1. Tofind out the general situation of university students’ mental health.

2. To carry out comprehensive intervention education combining
Buddhist courses and student education to improve students' mental health,
enhance their psychological quality, and enable students to master certain

methods of adjusting their mental state.

Research scope

(1) Scope of the variables

In the research design, we have determined that the independent
variables for this research are physical health, interpersonal relationship,
learning stress and emotional regulation. The dependent variable is entirely
mental health. The proposed framework is that independent variables
of physical health, interpersonal relationship and emotional regulation
have possible positive influence on students’ mental health, while learning
stress would likely affect students” mental health in a negative way. These
variables are determined based on previous study in this research field
and the research framework will be further verified in the research.

(2) Scope of the content

This thesis takes university students as research object, trying to
determine whether there is a positive correlation between Buddhism and
students’ mental health or not. Based on the result of the Buddhism
intervention program that we have will carry out in a Chinese college, we
can decide whether students’ overall mental health situation will be
bettered with the implementation of the Buddhism intervention.

The analysis in this research includes two parts, qualitative research,

and quantitative research. Based on the data that we will retrieve at the
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end of two research; we will be able to able to make the judgement with
certainty whether the Buddhism intervention has reached the expected
result or not.

(3) Population and sample size

The research will take place in the Jingling Institute of Technology,
it is a college in the city of Nanjing, China. Currently there are around
20,000 students, according to the Taro Yamane formula (Yamamura, K.,
1967: 155-157), there should be a number of 392 students in the quantitative

research, this would be our sample size.

Research Methodology

Mixed methods research combines qualitative and quantitative
research approaches to provide a comprehensive understanding of
a phenomenon. While qualitative research offers in-depth exploration
through methods like interviews and focus groups, quantitative research

provides broader data through surveys and statistical analysis.

(1) Qualitative method
This refers to the expert interview, the purpose of this is to portray

the grand picture of university students’ mental health. In the study, the

expert interview was carried out in the form of the Delphi method. This
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is a repeated interview process with the experts, till there is a shared opinion
made among the experts on certain interview topics (Skulmoski et al.,
2007: 1-21).

(2) Quantitative method

Quantitative method is the most-commonly used and widely-accepted
research method (Hunter & Caplow, M. 2003: 445-457). Undoubtedly, the basis
of the quantitative research is the data that we have collected from
the questionnaires. This includes two analysis methods, the Correlation
analysis and the multi-regression analysis. Multi-regression analysis is
a statistical technique that analyzes the relationship between two or more
variables (Imai, 2011: 407-416). Correlation analysis is also a statistical method
that is used to measures the strength of association between two variables
and the direction of the relationship (Franzese & luliano, 2018: 706-721).
The purpose of the two statistical methods is to find out the connections
between the dependent variables and independent variables.

Apart from this, in order to verify the reliability of the questionnaire,
we have conducted the analysis to analyze the Index of Item Objective
Congruence, short as I0C. This is a procedure used in test development
for evaluating content validity at the item development stage (Turner
& Carlson, 2003: 163-171). This step is to have experts’ rate on each of
the items on the questionnaire, this is to find out to what extent the
questionnaires meet the research objective.

(3) Buddhism intervention

In order to determine the actual efficacy and reliability of the findings
in the qualitative and quantitative research, we implemented the three-month
long intervention program. In the intervention program, the students are
divided into controlled group and experimental group, in order to verify
the actual efficacy of Buddhism measures in improving students’ mental
health.
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Research validity: In the quantitative analysis, the sampling method
adopted is random sampling, also in order to obtain data from different
grades of students, the samples were also evenly distributed among
students from year one to year four, so that the result of the research
could be as widely-representative as possible, while remaining unbiased.
The research tools used in this study were multi-regression analysis and
Correlation analysis, the significance value are both under 0.05, this further

substantiated the validity of the research.

Research result

(1) Qualitative result

According to the opinions of the expert interview, the general situation
of students’ mental health is not very promising. The negative sentiments
that are causing university students’ mental instability are anxiety, self-doubt
and depression. These negative sentiments emerged due to different
sources of pressure, such as family issues, career issues, academic issues
and so on. When these negative sentiments arose and have not been
dealt with promptly would lead to long-term mental health issues, in
some cases, this might even result in physical malfunctioning.

(2) Quantitative result

In measuring IOC, if the index of the IOC is between 0.5 and 1.00, it
suggests that the item is acceptable, but if IOC falls below 0.5, it means
that the item is not fitting and must be removed or reviewed (Brown &
Lee, J. (2011): 812-5).

As we can see in the table, the congruence indices for PH (physical
health), IR (interpersonal relationship), ER (emotion regulation) and
LS (learning stress), are well above the value of 0.5, therefore the they are
considered acceptable, and can be concluded that the items definitely

defines the objectives.

The correlation analysis has rendered us to the conclusion that
variables of interpersonal relationships, physical health, and emotion
management are positively related to students’ mental health. Learning
stress, on the other hand, has a negative impact on university students’
mental performance.

From the coefficient chart in multi-regression analysis, we can see
that the factor of interpersonal relationship has the largest influence on
students’ mental health performance, followed by physical health, and
then learning stress, and in comparison, emotion management is the
factor that has the least influence on students’ mental health condition.

The result of Buddhism intervention suggests that between the
control group and intervention group, regarding to the performance of
four factors, interpersonal relationship, physical health, emotion management,
and learning stress, students in intervention group clearly exceed the
students in control group, this leads us to the conclusion that the efficacy

of Buddhism intervention is valid.

The result of Buddhism intervention suggests that between the control
group and intervention group, regarding to the performance of four factors,
interpersonal relationship, physical health, emotion management, and
learning stress, students in intervention group clearly exceed the students
in control group, this leads us to the conclusion that the efficacy of

Buddhism intervention is valid.

Research conclusion
In the research, we have adopted both qualitative method and
quantitative method, as well as Buddhism intervention, in order to explore

the variables that potentially affect university students either positively
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or negatively. Based on the result of the research, we concluded that
variables of interpersonal relationships, emotion regulation and physical
health have a positive influence on students’ mental health, but the
variable of learning stress affects students” mental health performance
negatively.

Based on this, we have designed a Buddhism intervention program,
and the result of the intervention suggested that the intervention program
is effective in improving students’ mental health, thus gives us the confidence

For the international author, place the author’s last name first, followed by comma (,) and the initials. However,
the list of the international author can be changed according to the style of each nation
If the author is the official agency, organization, and institute, the list must be in order from the line agency to
the sub-department.
