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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to compare the following aspects of the subject (Teaching Skills and
Techniques of Teaching) between using a peer tutoring method and a conventional teaching method : Bachelor’s Degree
of Educational Students, Thai Language Major and sodial major leaming achieverment, their Skils and Techniques of
Teaching and their attitude towards the subject. The sample drawn using simple random sampling numbered 81 students
studying on the subject during the second semester of the acadenic year 2014 from Faculty of Education Thepsatri
Rajabhat University with students were equally divided into 2 groups : a controlled group and an experimental group.
Instruments employed in this research consisted of 1) a leaming management plan of subject using a peer tutoring



method, 2) a lesson management plan using a conventional teaching method, 3) a leaming achieverment test with a
reliability of 0.850 4) a skills and technigues of teaching 5) an attitude test of studlying this subject with a reliability of 0.753
data were analyzed with mean, standard deviation and t-test.

The findings were as follows : the students” leaming achieverent using a peer tutoring method was higher than
using a conventional teaching method at a significance level of 0.05, the students’ Skills and Techniques of Teaching using
a peer tutoring method was higher than conventional teaching method at a significance level of 0.05, the students’
attitude of the subject using a peer tutoring method was higher than a conventional teaching method at a significance
level of 0.05
