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ABSTRACT
The aims of this research were 1) to study the working conditions complied with the standards of practice
of teachers in basic education institutions under the Secondary Educational Service Office Area 33 and 2) to propose



the suggestion on standard working condition development of teachers who are working in basic education institutions
under the Secondary Educational Service Office Area 33. The samples of this research were 335 teachers who taught
in secondary schools of the Secondary Educational Service Office Area 33 in Academic Year 2013. The research method
was stratified random sampling. The questionnaire was used to collect the data. Statistical package for social science
was used to find out the frequency, percentage, mean and standard deviation.

The results of the research were 1) teachers of the basic education institutions under the Secondary
Educational Service Office Area 33 had “High” overall working conditions. The teachers had got highest working
conditions in the following standard item respectively, item 1- Performing academic activities in development
concemed issue, item 8 - behaved as a role model to students, item 3 - committed to develop students to perform
their full potential. And they had got “Medium” overall working conditions in item 7 which was the systematic student
quality development report. 2) The suggestion on standard working implementation development reflected from this
research was that the teachers should frequently attend the academic-concemed conference, training and seminar,
hold on the student’s action-loving habit activities, promote student’s individual potential/competency development,
create and develop lesson plans which according to student ability and school imitations and use teaching-leaming
media appropriate with lesson content. In leaming activity and objective, teachers should hold on the leaming-teaching
method which focused on lasting student habit creation. Teachers should also emphasize on the reporting of student
development result which caused by the selected teachingleaming methods that covered all related cause, factor
and implementation. On teacher’s behavior, they should be polite, respect other’s opinion, able to join community
development planning and implementation. They must have logical information analysis and critical abilities, and use
the information to solve the problem appropriately. In leaming activities, the questions should be asked. Therefore,

the students could find out the answers by themselves.
