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Abstract

This study aims to: 1) examine the components and indicators of learning leadership in the
21" century of educational institution administrators; and 2) examine the validity of the components and
indicators of learning leadership in the 21 century of educational institution administrators. The sample
group used in the study included 650 educational institution administrators under the Office of the Basic
Education Commission, Academic Year 2023, which were obtained through exploratory factor analysis
using the factor extraction method. Variables were grouped using principal component analysis, and the
method of orthogonal rotation was adopted for finding specific components. Then the results of the
analysis were used to develop a tool for collecting data with a knowledgeable group of educational
institution administrators from educational institutions that have been evaluated by the Office for
National Education Standards and Quality Assessment (Public Organization) (ONESQA) in the fourth round,
educational institution administrators from world-class standard schools and sub-district quality schools,
as well as educational institution administrators from educational institutions that have received various
awards in management between 2020 and present, including royal awards and honorary awards from
OBEC, totaling 60 people. Hypothesis testing was conducted using a t-test.

The results of the study revealed that there were 7 components and 48 indicators of learning
leadership in the 21° century among educational institution administrators, as follows: 1) Component
1: Being open to new opinions consisted of 8 indicators, where Indicator 1 had the highest component
weight of 0.698; 2) Component 2: Creating an innovation culture consisted of 8 indicators, where Indicator
9 had the highest component weight of 0.654; 3) Component 3: Creating learning and sharing knowledge
culture consisted of 7 indicators, where Indicators 17 and 18 had the highest component weight of 0.651;
4) Component 4: Creating a sustainable learning environment consisted of 8 indicators, where Indicator 24
had the highest component weight of 0.646. 5) Component 5: Organisational quality management for
success consisted of 7 indicators, where Indicator 32 had the highest component weight of 0.692; 6)
Component 6: Communication and technological innovation for organisational success consisted of 6
indicators, where Indicators 39 and 40 had the highest component weight of 0.601; 7) Component 7:
Excellence in organisational management towards sustainable success consisted of 4 indicators, where
Indicator 45 had the highest component weight of 0.686. In summary, the components and indicators of
learning leadership in the 21% century of educational institution administrators obtained from the study
can be used as a guideline for self-development, policy setting, as well as planning and carrying out the
development of administrators of affiliated educational institutions to promote learning leadership in the
21% century.
