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Abstract

This review article indicates that the initiation of research topics in water ethics is stemmed from concerns about
environmental ethics. There is a question of whether it is possible for water ethics to stand in its own right. Some new conceptions
of water justice or new paradigms of water resource management have been offered by previous scholars. I offer an answer to the
question by arguing that it should be focused on the real characteristic of water management, which is its semi-manageability.
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
