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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to compare saving behavior, attitude toward saving and spending behavior of students
from government, Raojophat and private universities. This was an exploratory study where a questionnaire was used
to collect information from four hundred and fifty-five undergraduate students in Bangkok area. Chi-square tests and
analysis of variance were employed to analyze the data. The findings revealed that students from government and
private universities did not have different saving behavior, and had higher saving than those from Rajaphat university.
Rajaphat university students had more indifference to money and had a positive attitude toward spending while

students from private university had a positive attitude toward money and being rich.
