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ABSTRACT

This article considers the current situation regarding Thailand's human capital with the objective to analyze
Thailond's opportunity to achieve the sustainable development in the ageing society. The findings reveal that
Thailand's human capital at this moment is unlikely fo enable Thailand to achieve the stable and sustained economic,
social and human development in the short-run, causing the low opportunity for Thailond to achieve sustainable
development. This is because most Thai people have low level of education and lack sufficient training on
marketable skills. Furthermore, the imbalance between the labor market structure and the labor force is also a cause
of this problem. It is recommended that the strong and constant public policies to promote education, training and
health of Thai people and to match the labor force structure to the labor market are very necessary to create the
human capital for Thailand in order toenable Thailand to achieve sustainable development in the ageing society

in the future.
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
