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INCREASING THE COMPETITIVENESS OF THE RICE MILL BASED ON THE SUPPLY CHAIN MANAGEMENT

AND RESOURCE-BASED THEORY
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ABSTRACT

The objective of this research is to find ways to increase the competitiveness of the rice mills in Nakhon Sawan
Province. This study employed both the quantitative and qualitative research methodologies. A questionnaire was
used as an instrument to collected data from 50 rice mills in Nakhon Sawan province. The obtained data were
analyzed by the regression technique. The results of the regression analysis were certified by interviewing the rice mill
entrepreneurs.  After that, conclusions from research findings were compiled. The research findings indicated that
rice mills should emphasize more on the supply chain management practices since it is the essential factor not only
to improve the performance but also to increase the competitiveness of the rice mills. The quality information should

be shared among the rice mills entrepreneurs for making decisions that benefit the business.
