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ABSTRACT
The contents of this research were: 1) to inform teachers' professionalism during

The results of the research were as follows 1) the overall of inform teachers'
professionalism during the international competition, the criteria of professional teacher
characteristics of primary school teachers synthesized were as follows: Behavioral,
Collaborative. Intelligence, flair, attitude and expertise 2) the overall of study the nature
and examples of teacher professionalism relevance of teachers during their stay here. It
is a type of learning. Researchers certify that you have follow-up teacher professionalism
questions. including disciplinary skills. It was found that overall, most primary school
teachers gave the highest score on behavior. The problem encountered is that the
evaluation measurement, including the performance monitoring of elementary school
teachers, should be based on real-world assessments under real-world situations. To
clearly reflect the professional qualities of primary school teachers.
