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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to: 1) develop an English reading instructional model
based on the interactive reading approach to enhance critical reading abilities and 2) study the
effectiveness of the instructional model and the students’ satisfaction towards the instructional
model. The research method used was Research and Development (R & D). The sample was
30 eleventh grade students of Pathumwilai School. The research instruments were lesson plans,
critical reading ability tests and questionnaires. The data were analyzed by mean, standard
deviation, dependent t-test and content analysis.

The research results were as follows:

1) The developmant of English reading instructional model based on the interactive
reading approach to enhance critical reading abilities of eleventh grade students named “3P 2E
Model” was appropriately verified by experts. It consists of 3 components as follows: principle
and objective components, procedural components, and model-implemented condition components.
The instructional procedure comprises 5 phases which are Phase 1: Preparing; Phase 2: Providing
and Teaching; Phase 3: Practicing; Phase 4: Executing and Phase 5: Evaluating.

2) The results of the implementation of 3P 2E Model revealed that critical reading
abilities of the students before and after the experiment were significantly different at the .05
level. The critical reading abilities after the experiment (a moderate level) were higher than those
before the experiment (a low level). Additionally, the students’ satisfaction towards the instruction
was at a high satisfaction level, especially the satisfaction with the usefulness of critical reading

skills in everyday life.
