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Abstract

The objectives of the research were 1) to evaluate the portfolios which was one part of
English Project Works course using four types of evaluation: self-evaluation, peer-evaluation,
English teacher evaluation, and parent evaluation 2) to study students’ satisfaction toward
portfolios to evaluate their English project works. The population in this study consisted of 40
fourth year English major students, Faculty of Education, Silpakorn University, class of 2012
in the first semester. The percentage (%), mean (X ), and standard deviation of items (S.D.)
were used to analyze the data. The results were as follows: 1) The overall portfolio evaluation

was indicated at a good quality. Also, four different types of evaluation were identified: Students
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evaluated their own portfolios as a good quality. The peer evaluation indicated an excellent

quality of the portfolios. The portfolio evaluation of English teachers indicated a good quality.

Moreover, the parent evaluation indicated an excellent quality of the portfolios. 2) The students’

overall satisfaction toward the use of portfolios to evaluate their English project works was at

the highest level.
