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Abstract

This qualitative study investigated the upper secondary level teachers' understanding to
sensitive historical issues. The study explored factors influencing teachers' decisions to teach or
avoid these topics, along with their instructional strategies. Data was collected through semi-
structured interviews with 29 social studies, religion, and culture teachers in Bangkok, possessing
1-10 or more years of experience. Each interview lasted 1-2 hours, conducted over a four-
month period. Key Findings; Teachers demonstrated a collective and individual understanding
of sensitive historical issues. Factors influencing their decision to teach these topics included:
Internal factors: Developing students' historical thinking, understanding contemporary issues,
and promoting acceptance of diversity. External factors: Aligning with the concept of global
citizenship and the information society. Conversely, factors deterring teachers from addressing
sensitive issues included: Internal factors: Potential classroom conflicts and psychological
impact. External factors: Curriculum constraints, administrative pressures, and parental concerns.
Teaching approaches involved careful lesson planning, utilizing diverse evidence, and employing
a variety of instructional methods, including lectures, discussions, and group work. Creating a
safe classroom environment was emphasized. Assessment was primarily qualitative, focusing on

open-ended questions to evaluate historical thinking.
