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Abstract

The purposes of the research were to: (1) develop a professional development model to
enhance teaching competency of teachers through differentiated instruction to be effectiveness.
(2) evaluate the effectiveness of the professional development model to enhance teaching
competency of teachers through differentiated instruction. The research and development including
mixed methodology. The sample was 87 teachers and students in Subyaiwittayakhom school.
Data were analyzed using descriptive statistics, including mean, standard deviation, percentage
for quantitative data, t-test Dependent and content analysis for qualitative data.

The results of the study were as follows:

1) The professional development model to enhance teaching competency of teachers
through differentiated instructioncalled “BOONSARIT Model”. The developed a nine-step process
and consists principle of objective conditions for success.The mean of congruence between
4.00-5.00 and standard deviation between 0.00-0.58 at the highest level. 2) The results of the
professional development model to enhance teaching competency of teachers through differentiated
instruction, were contributed teacher’s knowledge of teaching the differentiated instruction was
at the highest level increased significantly (p.05) and the performance of talented students the

thinking skills/work/workload was at the highest level.
