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Abstract

The purposes of the research were: 1) to develop a social studies instructional model on
interactive-constructivist approach and self-regulation to enhance critical thinking and curiosity
of upper secondary school students, and 2) to study the effectiveness of the developed instructional
model. The research procedure was divided into 2 phases; 1) to develop a social studies
instructional model on interactive-constructivist approach and self-regulation and 2) to study the
effectiveness of the developed instructional model through experimenting with the sample group,
30 mattayom suksa four students of Chulalongkorn University Demonstration Secondary School.
Research duration took 15 weeks.The data were collected by the two critical thinking test which
had a reliability score of 0.70 and 0.72and the three curiosity assessment which had a reliability
score of 0.64, 0.80 and 0.90. The data were analyzed by arithmetic mean, standard deviation
and t-test dependent.The research results were as follows: 1. The instructional model consisted
of 6 key stages, including (1) Inspiring stage, (2) Planing stage, (3) Exploring stage,
(4) Exchanging stage, (5) Enlightening stage, and (6) Self-evaluating stage, and 2. It was found
that the scores on Post-critical thinking test and post-curiosity assessment of the sample group

were higher than pre-test at the .01 level of significance.
