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Abstract

The general purpose of this study was to develop the task-based reading activity
model (PANO MODEL) and the specific purposes were to investigate;1) the Mathayomsuksa
3 students’ reading comprehension achievement; 2) their satisfaction with extensive reading; 3)
their learning retention; and 4) their opinions toward task-based reading activity model. The 20
subjects of the study were the Mathayomsuksa 3 students.The instruments used for this study
were 1) the reading activity tasks; 2) the pre-post reading comprehension tests; 3) a set of
questionnaires for investigating their satisfaction with the extensive reading; and 4) another set

of questionnaires for investigating the students’ opinions toward the task-based reading activities.
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The results of the study revealed that; 1) the effectiveness of a task-based reading activity was

at a good level, 2) the students’ reading comprehension achievement after using this model was

significantly higher at the 0.05 level and its effect size was very large., 3) on average the

students’ satisfactions with extensive reading was at high level, 4) the students’ reading

comprehension achievement of re-test was not significantly higher at the .05 level. This means

that the students’ retention was found and 5) the students’ opinions toward task-based reading

activities were positive.
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
