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Hybrid Learning Design and Effective Components of

E-Learning in English Writing Course

Abstract

This paper highlights the hybrid learning model in English writing instruction
in Thai higher education. The study aims to discuss the hybrid design and
development in a composition writing course, identify the effective components
of online instruction through ATutor, and provide best practices in hybrid instruction.
Based on constructivist theory (Jonassen et al., 1999; developed by Koohang,
2009; Koohang et al., 2009), the writing hybrid course incorporating students’
prior knowledge and experiences is designed for this research. The hybrid course
blends 2.30-hour face-to-face instruction per week with online learning through
ATutor. The participants are 26 second-year English-major students who enrolled
in the 16-week course ‘EN231 Composition I’ in the second semester of the year
2012 at Srinakharinwirot University. Male students account for 19.23 percent,
whereas female students make up 80.76 percent. To identify the effective
components of this online instruction, the questionnaire and interview are used
as instruments. The designed writing online course consists of course contents,
unit contents, course media, writing development activities, and course assessment.
The findings reveal that the most effective components of online course through
ATutor are: 1) discussion forum; 2) writing assignments; 3) video clip; 4) individual
work; and 5) grammatical sentence correction. Finally, this paper presents and
discusses best practices resulting from the experience of participations in an
English writing hybrid course through ATutor. The best practices resulting from

the effective components of online writing course through ATutor are: 1) activities

learner-learner interactions through online communication e.g. email, chat; 3)
meaningful activities that create quality learning engagement; 4) authentic
multimedia having images, sound, motion that promote reflective thinking and
self-regulated learning e.g. video clips, movie trailers; and 5) learning assessments

in an immediate response that promote independent study and self-confidence.
