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Theory of Planned Behavior and Tourist Loyalty
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Abstract

Tourist loyalty is tourists’ intention to come back and visit the places
they had visited before. Additionally, tourist loyalty the tourists’ recommendation
to visit the places and their willingness to pay even a higher price. Based on the
review of literature on tourist loyalty, this study found that the theory of planned
behavior can be used as a theoretical framework to study tourist loyalty since it
provides explanation for human behavior. The study shows that factors that affect
tourist loyalty consist of cooperate social responsibility, destination image,
perceived value, tourist satisfaction, and tourist complaints. Analysis of the five
factors , however, demonstrates that tourist loyalty depends on different population
sizes and periods of time as well as the context of study. Prior to making strategic
plans, an organization should take the factors affecting tourist loyalty into

consideration.
