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Abstract

This perspective article presents the development of global/transnational social policy as a discipline which has
a long history starting from the post-World War Il era. However, it became more concrete in the 1990s,
particularly through the work of Abram de Swaan. The article uses a historical approach to narrate the evolution
of ideas and the establishment of global social policy as a discipline. The findings reveal that global social policy
as a discipline has evolved sequentially, starting with the attempt to study and analyze social policymaking in the
context of globalization. This includes the diffusion of social policy from the Global North to the Global South, the
influence of efforts to create international standards across nation-state borders, and the translation of knowledge
into practice. The concept became more precise clearly defined with Bob Deacon’s 1997 book titled Global Social
Policy. It is evident that global social policy has recently been elevated to a distinct discipline, characterized by

diverse methodologies and ongoing scholarly dynamics.
