Community-based tourism management through the tourism area life cycle approach:

A case study of the Tak special economic zone

Abstract

This research article aims to: 1) analyze the context of community-based tourism management in the Tak
special economic zone and 2) synthesize a community-based tourism management model through the tourism
area life cycle approach, using the Tak special economic zone as a case study. A qualitative research methodology was
employed, incorporating a review of relevant concepts and theories to develop research instruments,
documentary analysis, observations, and in-depth interviews with key informants. The study utilized purposive
sampling to select three target groups: 1) leaders and members of community-based tourism groups, 2) tourism
industry leaders, such as the Chairman of the Tak Provincial Tourism Industry Council and the Chairman of Tak
OTOP Products, and 3) local government representatives, including district development officers from Mae Sot,
Mae Ramat, and Phop Phra. The collected data were analyzed using content synthesis techniques. The findings
indicate that community-based tourism management in the Tak special economic zone is distinguished by its rich
natural resources and multicultural diversity, making it a unique and attractive tourism destination. Furthermore,
the synthesized community-based tourism management model consists of seven stages: 1) exploration,
2) involvement, 3) development, 4) consolidation, 5) stagnation, 6) decline, and 7) rejuvenation. This model
facilitates the strategic development of community-based tourism by acknowledging past trends, understanding
present conditions, and anticipating future developments, emphasizing the dynamic nature of tourism management.
The study’s findings can serve as a foundation for policymakers and relevant stakeholders in formulating strategies,

driving policy implementation, and enhancing planning and development efforts in the Tak special economic zone.
