The Development of Narrative Text Supplementary Reading
Materials by Integrating Story Grammar with Animated Story
for Prathom 6 Students in Wat Soi Thong School,
Bangsue District, Bangkok

Abstract
The purposes of the study were 1) to develop and test the efficiency
of English reading materials using story grammar for Prathom 6 students;
2) to compare the students’ English reading ability before and after learning
through the reading materials; and 3) to investigate the students’ opinions toward
the reading materials integrated with story grammar. The research sample,
selected using a purposive sampling technique, comprised 30 Prathom 6 students
in Wat Soi Thong School, during the second semester of the academic years
2014. The duration of the experimental research was 18 class sessions, over
a nine-week period. The research instruments consisted of: 1) eight units of
English reading exercises and lesson plans, 2) an English reading proficiency
test, 3) records of students’ reading strategies, and 4) a questionnaire for
investigating the students’ opinions toward the use of reading materials.
Paired-samples t-test was used to analyze the gathered data in order to assess
the students’ ability in English reading ability before and after learning through
the constructed reading materials. The results of the study were as follows.
1) The efficiency of reading materials was 78.50/83.56 percent for the reading
practice tests and the posttest, respectively. This showed that the constructed
reading materials exceeded the expected criterion (75/75). 2) The students’

reading ability after studying the English reading materials was significantly

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higher than before studying the English reading exercises at the significance
level of 0.05. 3) The students’ opinions on the seven units of the English
reading exercises were highly positive with the scores ranging from 4.46-4.79

and the overall score of 4.52.
