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Factors Related to Learning Achievement
in Studying Business English
of Thai Students: A Case Study of Fundamental Business

English Course in University Level

Abstract

The objectives of this study are to study the factors related to learning
achievement on 412105 Fundamental Business English Course. These factors
consisted of educational backgrounds, family backgrounds, attitude towards
studying, studying behaviors and teaching management. The samples of this
study were Arts, Science, Pharmacy and Engineering students who registered
the 412105 Fundamental Business English course of the academic year 2/2016.
The data were collected by questionnaires of 5 rating scales which then, were
analyzed by Microsoft Excel Program, to find the frequency, percentage, average,
standard deviation and Pearson’s Product Moment Correlation Coefficient. The
findings showed that there were positive relationships between teaching
management and learning achievement of 412105 Fundamental Business English
Course at the 0.05 level of significance. In addition, there were positive relationships
between teaching management and attitude towards studying, attitude towards
studying and teaching management were positively related to learning behaviors
and educational backgrounds were related to studying behaviors with statistics
significance of 0.05. The findings could reflect that teaching management in this
course was related to learners’ attitudes towards studying, which had a positive
effect on studying behaviors. This finally led to good learning achievement.

Therefore, this teaching management process may be applied in other courses.
