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ABSTRACT 
The objectives of this study were to study the techniques of Jataka structure adaptation in 
The Story of Mahajanaka by His Majesty King Bhumibol Adulyadej, and to explore the thoughts 
of His Majesty through this adaptation. The researcher analyzed the story according to the 
concepts of Jataka writing focusing on its structure, the literary concepts of narrative writing 
and concepts of Intertextuality. The findings revealed that the techniques comprised: 1) the 
omission of the reasons why Lord Buddha told a group of disciples stories and the 
identification of characters in Jataka telling who was who during the Lord Buddha era, and 2) 
adaptation of the content by omitting, changing and adding some details. However, the 
original major sections of the story which were written in Bali were kept and these sections 
were also translated in Thai.  These techniques communicated the thoughts of His Majesty 
King Bhumibol Adulyadej as follows: 1) His Majesty’s Philosophy regarding persistence, 
intellect and the development of Thai society, and 2) the creation of the contemporary Jataka 
story.  This story, as a result, is uniquely different from the original story and other versions of 
the same story.  In addition, it influenced the creation of various genres of Mahajanaka in Thai 
society. The Story of Mahajanaka by His Majesty King Bhumibol Adulyadej has made Thai 
people realize the importance of Jataka stories and their roles in society.

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ABSTRACT 
This research is a study of the new appearance under the old knowledge of Thai literature in 
14 modern Thai songs among 2013-2017 year, namely, Thotsakan Mana,  Tuarai Thee Ruk 
Thur,  Khun Chang (Loser man), Khon Nata MaiDee Thee Thur Yang Ruk,  Ngor Par, Nai Jai Mee 
Nueng Deaw (Jak Jai Seeda), Phra Ram (Khor Thot Thee Hoo Bao), Matchanu (Khat Kwam 
Oboon), Ror (Nang Nguek), Seeda (I'm Sorry), Khan Mark Lom (Fail), Maichai Phra Ek (Foe), 
Wanthong, Hanuman and Huajai Thotsakan. The objective of this research is to study the 
presence of the Thai literature characters in the former times and to study the change of the 
main concepts of modern Thai songs from the past Thai literature by analyzing the 14 Thai 
song lyrics which are related to the characters of the past Thai literature. The findings show 
that the modern Thai songs create the lyrics by expressing ideas or inspirations from the 
characters in four main of Thai literature works Ramayana, Khun Chang Khun Phaen, Sung-
Thong and Phra Abhaimani; moreover, there are two types of the characters appear in the 
songs. First is the appearance of the antagonist by using language to convince to sympathy 
mood. Second is the appearance with the protagonist by using language to express poor 
mood and difficult life. Besides, the change of the main concept of modern Thai songs classify 
in two kinds: Emphasis or Center of Interest and the used of contrasting artistic aesthetics 
which are different from Thai song in the past, because it aims to communicate the love of 
the two sides of characters by focusing on the tragedy ending or narrate the story of the 
bravery of the character to achieve confidence and faith. In addition, the new appearance of 
old Thai literature perfectly combines the concept and values through the old perception of 
modern Thai music.

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ABSTRACT 
This research and development aimed to 1) explore teachers’ opinions towards thinking skills 
required for managing integrative thinking instruction for 21st century students; 2) develop the 
electronic books for teachers to manage integrative thinking instruction; and 3) investigate the 
effectiveness of the developed electronic books in terms of knowledge and design of 
integrative thinking lesson plans, teachers’ opinions towards the developed electronic books, 
evaluation of students’ integrative thinking, and students’ opinions towards integrative thinking 
instruction. The samples were 1) 24 teachers from 4 learning areas: science, mathematics, 
foreign languages, and Thai language; the school were selected purposively and 6 teachers 
from each learning area were selected using a simple random sampling method; 2) students 
from 8 classes, randomly selected from classes of the teacher sampling group, 2 classes from 
each learning area, totaling 275 students. The research instruments included 1) the opinion 
questionnaires, 2) the electronic books, 3) the content validity checklist (IOC), 4) the cognitive 
assessment form for integrative thinking instruction, and 5) the assessment form for the ability 
to design integrative thinking lesson plans, 6) the assessment form for students’ integrative 
thinking, 7) the structure interview. Statistics used in this research were the percentage, IOC, 
mean scores, standard deviation, t-test for dependent samples, and z-test. The findings 
revealed that 1) the electronic books consisted of 3 sets of interactive books including 
fundamental thinking skills leading to integrative thinkers, development of integrative thinking 
skills, and evaluation of integrative thinking; 2) the average posttest scores of teachers’ 
knowledge concerning integrative thinking instruction after learning from the electronic books 
were significantly higher than those pretest scores at 0.05 level. Twenty-four teachers (100%) 
passed the set criteria of not less than 70% concerning knowledge and design of integrative 
thinking lesson plans. The level of teachers’ opinions towards the electronic books was at the 
highest level ( X =3.58, S.D.=0.34). The level of students’ opinions towards integrative thinking 
instruction was at the highest level ( X =3.49, S.D.=0.33). The average scores of students’ 
integrative thinking were higher than the criteria of 70% at the 0.05 significance level. There 
were 210 students, which accounted for 76.23%, passing the set criteria at 70% on integrative 
thinking evaluation.

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ABSTRACT 
This research aimed to study important culture for surveillance, and activities of surveillance, 
of people in Chiang Rai Province. Qualitative methods were used to collect data for example 
interviews and group discussions of the key informants including representatives of 
government agencies and private sectors who involved with the cultural surveillance in Chiang 
Rai Province. The findings revealed that the 12 significant culture for surveillance included 
costume; respect to seniors; local language and literature; folk food; beliefs, religion and ritual; 
using traditional wisdom in the occupation; indigenous music and dance; virtue and ethics; 
arts; invention and role play; Lanna architecture; and traditions associated with Buddhism. The 
most important group to educate cultural surveillance showed that children and youth should 
be the top priority, then the elders. Engagement of government agencies, educational 
organizations, religious organizations, community organizations, as well as all media producers 
in cultural surveillance together with the cultural owners would achieve the sustainability. 
More important, roots of the nation culture must be urged for close observation in order to 
protect the magnificent culture of the nation, not lost and disappeared. The proposed 
activities such as teaching, seminar on traditional conservation relaying, rehabilitation, and 
arranging space to display should be involved all parties and the people in Chiang Rai 
Province.

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ABSTRACT 
The purpose of this study was to enhance fourth year general science pre-service students’ 
critical thinking skills that studying in college of teacher education at Phranakhon Rajabhat 
University by using STEM activities before practicing profession in the schools. The samples 
used in the study were general science pre-service students studying in academic year 2016 at 
college of teacher education at Phranakhon Rajabhat University. The researcher created 8 
STEM activities plans for enhancing critical thinking skills. The researcher measured samples’ 
critical thinking skills before and after using STEM activities to develop critical thinking skills by 
using the critical thinking skills test adapted from Cornell Critical Thinking Test Level Z. The 
researcher measured samples’ STEM activity organized skills by using STEM activity organized 
skills evaluate form and measured samples’ satisfaction toward learning with the STEM 
activities by using satisfaction evaluate form. The data were analyzed by using mean, standard 
deviation and T-test dependent. The research results revealed that: 1. The samples’ scores of 
each critical thinking skill and in total mean scores after using STEM activities were statistically 
higher than the samples’ scores before using STEM activities at the 0.05 level of significance. 
2. The samples’ STEM activity organized skills were good. 3. The samples’ satisfaction toward 
learning with the STEM activities was high.

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ABSTRACT 
The research was divided into three phases: 1) problem analysis, 2) development of a blended 
learning model and 3) model implementation. In the rst phase, the author focused on 
analyzing the problems of creative thinking of undergraduate students of Rajabhat Universities 
and the problems of instructional management for undergraduate students of Rajabhat 
Universities. In the second phase, the author developed a blended learning model by using 
activity-based learning with lateral thinking technique and assessed the appropriateness of the 
model for improving undergraduate-level creative thinking skills. In the third phase, the author 
implemented the instructional model with the second year students of the Computer 
Education Program at Rajabhat Mahasarakham University and assessed the efficiency of the 
model and surveyed the satisfaction of the students with the instructional model for improving 
creative thinking. The samples were selected by simple random sampling. The research results 
showed that the overall creative thinking of Rajabhat university undergraduate students was at 
a moderate level, and the problem of the instruction on creative thinking of  Rajabhat 
universities was at a high level. Regarding the blended learning model, the average 
appropriateness of the model for improving creative thinking  of undergraduate students of 
Rajabhat universities was at  a high level (  = 4.35). The findings indicated that the efficiency of 
the model for improving creative thinking of Rajabhat university students was 80/80. 
Additionally, the ndings revealed that the average creative thinking of the experimental group 
and control group was signi cantly different at the .05 level. The average creative thinking of 
the students after using the blended learning model improved significantly. Finally, the overall 
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satisfaction of the students with the blended learning model was at the highest level (  = 4.51).

The purposes of this research were to develop, implement and evaluate the strategies to 
improve the quality of life of the aging in Loei Province. This study is a Participatory Action 
Research that employed both quantitative and qualitative methods. The focus group 
discussion techniques, a brain storming session, an in-depth interview, and a participatory 
observation were used to obtain the qualitative data. Questionnaires and the ageing’s health 
profiles were used to obtain the quantitative data. From a development of the strategies to 
develop the quality of life of the aging in Loei province, 4 strategies were obtained.

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ABSTRACT 
This research studies the result of inquiry embedded with peer instruction approach on 36 
grade 11 students’ concepts of light and vision at Arunothai Wittayakom School, Chiang Mai. 
Most students are from different ethnics groups whose Thai is not used as first language. The 
research tools are; 1) 5 inquiry embedded with peer instruction lesson plans which were 
verified by several experts in the field, and 2) a light and vision concepts inventory which was 
validated to be acceptable. The learning engagement was done in the 2nd semester of 2017 
academic year and lasted for 20 hours (4 weeks). The analysis of pre-post scores, considering 
the class average normalized gain (<g>), it indicates that the gain is 0.27 which means that the 
students’ light and vision concepts were only slightly improved. The engagement needed to 
be refined in detail for a better result, e.g., to improve teacher-students communication in the 
engagement with Thai language which seems to be the main obstacle for enhancing ethnic 
groups students’ concepts.
