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Abstract

This study aims to explore the values, myths and ideologies
embedded in the works appearing in the Book “Wakthong Nai Wannakadee
Thai” published by the Royal Institute. The Value-Mythic Criticism and
|deological Criticism were employed to investigate the 602 paragraphs
scientifically selected from the 89 works appearing in the Book “ Wakthong
Nai Wannakadee Thai” published by the Royal Institute.

The findings revealed three aspects. First, ten dimensions of Thai
values were found in the Book “Wakthong Nai Wannakadee Thai”, including
(1) self-centeredness and individual emphasis, (2) social relation and morality,
(3) Buddhist values, (4) powerism, (5) enjoyment, (6) opportunity or
circumstance adaptation, (7) wealth, (8) glorification to the monarchy, (9)
debt of gratitude, and ( 10) impact of being educated. Second, four
dimensions of Thai myths were disclosed, including (1) societal myth, (2)
cosmological myth, (3) identity myth, and (4) eschatological myth. Third,
eight dimensions of Thai ideologies were found, including (1) Buddhism, (2)
patriarchy, (3) feudalism, (4) authoritarianism, (5) monarchy, (6) capitalism and

materialism, (7) democracy, and (8) nationalism.

In the case of Value-Mythic Criticism, the self-centeredness and
individual emphasis values were most revealed in the texts (85.4%), and the
impact of being educated values was least revealed on the other hand
(26.9% ). Furthermore, certain general details of the societal myths (e.g.,
power and ruler, status quo emphasis, and Thai nationalism) were most
revealed (69.7% ), but those of the eschatological myths (e.g., ghost, spirit,
and death) were least revealed in the texts (25.8%). Also, the findings in the
case of Ideological Criticism, Buddhist ideologies were found most (62.9% ),

and the nationalism ideologies were found least (29.2%), on the other hand.
