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Abstract

The Synthesis of Sexual Crime-Causing Factors used the Meta-Interpretation,
which was adapted from the concept Meta - ethnographic of Noblit, G. W. & Hare, R.
Dwight (1988). According to the research results, eight factors significantly causing sexual
offenses are 1) low self-control from alcohol drinking and drug-using, 2) misunderstanding
that offenders will not be prosecuted, 3) previous sex offenses or recidivism, 4) sexual
myth of Thai society, 5) being convinced by friends to commit a crime, 6) quiet and
isolated place, 7) personal and close relationship between victims and offenders, and 8)
night time that allowing committing a crime. Recommendation of sexual crimes
prevention are; 1) Raise the law strictness to control alcoholic beverages and illegal
drugs, 2) Change the sexual myth of the society that is unfair to women, 3) Family must
have a role to look after and take care of family members, 4) Mass media should screen
creative media in order to adjust their thoughts, beliefs, and attitudes about appropriate
sexual knowledge, 5) Officers and people in the community must cooperate to be on
guard and inspect risk areas, 6) People must learn how to protect themselves, 7) Create
good environment in order to enhance the development of people's minds, and 8) Push

forward legal procedures related to sexual offences to be more effective.
