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Humanitarian Intervention and “Responsibility to Protect” in Focus
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Abstract

This article seeks to demonstrate the emerging role of
“global civil society” in practices of humanitarian intervention and
Responsibility to Protect (R2P) in Post-Cold War era, and how this
phenomenon has refined the knowledge of International Relations.
In so doing, it traces theoretical underpinnings of global civil society
notion, illuminating them  through recent practices of
non-governmental organizations and grassroots groups working
across nation-state borders to mitigate the disastrous impact of war
on civilians. This article argues that this interplay between concepts
and practices of global civil society have transformed the academic
landscape of International Relations, from its obsession with the
state as the only legitimate actor in studying international politics
to the embracement of non-state actors, from the concerns of state
interest to the inclusion of “human security” in global agendas, and
from the demarcation between internal and external affairs to de-
territorialisation. This article is organised in three sections:
theoretical foundations of global civil society; global civil society’s
practices of humanitarian intervention and Responsibility to Protect;
and their impact on shaping the knowledge of International

Relations.
