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Abstract

There is widespread debate over the legitimacy of Section 161/1, paragraph
one of the Criminal Procedure Code (CPQC), allowing courts to dismiss a bad faith
complaint instituted by an injured person even if the case has merit. In paragraph two,
the court’s obligation to deny a complaint instituted by the injured person willfully
violating a final court order or court judgment in a previous case would be
discriminatory, whereas the state has a constitutional duty to organize a justice
procedural management system in all aspects to ensure efficiency, fairness, and non-
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discrimination. In addition, the provision’s terminology is too ambiguous for clear
interpretation.

The results were that the objective of Section 161/1, paragraph one of the
CPC is to prevent the criminal justice system from being used for any purpose other
than bringing offenders to justice, its sole lawful purpose. Vexing another individual,
bargaining in another case, and collecting civil debts are not lawful purposes.
Prosecution for these purposes is termed malicious. As with any other existing case-
dismissed measures of the CPC, such as the principle of de jure injured person or
prosecutor failing to appear on the date of hearing, the court is empowered to dismiss
such cases technically, even if well founded. Eliminating malicious prosecution also
protects individuals from being forced to engage in unreasonable criminal processes.
This legitimizes paragraph one. However, paragraph two aims to retaliate against the
former accused violating past court orders or judgments, despite sanctions which
should solely be imposed in the original case. Declining all new complaints filed
regardless of the minimality of previous cases is likely contrary to the principle of
proportionality. Therefore, paragraph two may be seen as unconstitutional and
illegitimate and should be repealed.

As a provisional interpretation, malicious prosecution, according to paragraph
one, means to file a criminal complaint with an improper purpose instead of proving
guilty and sanctioning offenders. A secondary purpose accrues from sanctioning
offenders, such as gloating over the wrongdoer punished, which coincides with the
retribution theory as a lawful, a non-malicious objective of sanctions. Retribution
theory also includes prosecution for remedy. Filing criminal lawsuits for any purpose
consistent with other lawful objectives of punishment, such as deterrence,
rehabilitation, and incapacitation of offenders, also constitutes proper purposes.
Finally, in cases of concurrently malicious and unfounded lawsuits, the court shall
decide on the merits, then acquit the accused in order that the right to institute the
criminal prosecution shall be extinguished by a final judgment in reference to the
offense for which the prosecution has been instituted in accordance with Section 39 (4)
of the CPC.
